9.1 General Estimates 2010/2011

The Director of Corporate Services and Head of Finance were available to outline the net cost of the various services and clarify points raised regarding items of expenditure.

On the proposal of Councillor McGarvey, seconded by Councillor Greer it was AGREED that the estimated net cost of £8,445,043 be approved for the forth coming year commencing 1 April 2010 with the deduction of General Grant of £1,435,772.  The Non Domestic District Rate of 21.5550p in the £ and the Domestic District Rate of 0.2663p be determined as the rates to be levied to meet the estimated expenditure.  This represents an increase to the Domestic District Rate of 2.5%.

ICBAN, on behalf of its member Councils, submitted a Multi Annual Plan and associated applications to SEUPB for consideration under the European Union INTERREG IVA Programme.  Under the Enterprise Theme, a project entitled ‘Centres of Excellence in Traded Services’ was submitted.  This is a joint project between Cookstown District Council and our partner Cavan County Council in respect of conducting a Feasibility Study towards developing the Tradable Services Sector in Cookstown/Mid-Ulster and Cavan.

Following public advertisement in The Irish Times and Belfast Telegraph on 19 November 2009, tender documentation was published on Cookstown District Council’s website and the etenders website in the Republic of Ireland, inviting requests for tenders from suitably experienced Consultant(s) to undertake  the ‘Preparation for a comprehensive Feasibility Study towards developing the Tradable Services Sector in Cookstown/Mid-Ulster and Cavan’, a total of four tenders were received by closing date 10 December 2009 @ 12 noon.
