1 APOLOGIES

Apologies were received on behalf of Councillors McAleer and McIvor .
2 PRESENTATION

The Chairman welcomed Mr Pat Doherty, Divisional Roads Manager, and Mr Ken Hutton, Head Of Roads Service Direct, to the meeting.

Clerk/Chief Executive informed the meeting that Council wrote to the Minister of Regional Development in October 2009, regarding the closure of the Cookstown Roads Service Depot and the Section Engineer Post in Cookstown, but members were not satisfied with the Minister’s responses, and subsequently requested the attendance of Roads Service at this meeting.

Mr Hutton gave members an update regarding the decision to close the Cookstown Depot.  Due to executive budget pressures and administrative efficiency saving requirements, reviews were carried out on all depots, with 3 depots identified for closure, concluding that the service for this area can be provided from the Magherafelt Depot.

The main concerns raised by members regarding the closure of the Cookstown Depot included emergency response times, availability of salt for the local community if there is no depot, level of service regarding gritting issues, particularly for the rural areas furthest from Magherafelt, use of contractors for gritting and level of service/response especially during holiday periods.

Members expressed their disappointment that Council had not been consulted in relation to the proposed closure and asked why Cookstown had been selected and not Magherafelt or Dungannon.

Mr Hutton proceeded to answer members queries, with both himself and Mr Doherty assuring members that they are confident that the required level of service can continue to be provided from the Magherafelt Depot.

Mr Doherty confirmed that the Section Engineer for Cookstown has been temporarily moved to assist on the A4 Dualling project, which is currently under construction and scheduled for completed in early 2011, and it is their intention that the Section Engineer will return to Cookstown following completion of this scheme.

He also confirmed that new offices have been sourced in Cookstown for the Section Office Staff.

On the proposal of Councillor McCrea, seconded by Councillor Wilson, the Committee AGREED that Council oppose the decision of Roads Service to close the Cookstown Depot.

The Chairman thanked Mr Doherty and Mr Hutton for their attendance.

The Public Health Agency has indicated that they will support Council in taking forward this programme of work.  Suitable budget arrangements have been made in this regard.

The Committee AGREED to accept the Report and Recommendation of the Director of Environmental Health, to employ the services of Social Market Research, 3 Wellington Park, Belfast BT9 6DJ, to undertake the BHF Qualitative Study at a cost of £14,945 (exc. VAT).
4.11 Illegal Food Processor

The Director of Environmental Health informed members that he had been contacted by the Foods Standard Agency in regard to an illegal food processor operating under the name of “The Smoke House” from the Cookstown District.  He confirmed the Environmental Health Department was currently investigating the matter, and had identified the premises concerned.  An Emergency Prohibition Notice has been issued to prevent further food processing at the premises.


5 REPORT OF DIRECTOR OF OPERATIONAL SERVICES 

A copy of the above report had been previously circulated.  The Committee adopted the report together with the following matters contained therein.
5.1 Bus Shelter Orritor/Drumearn Road Junction

The Committee AGREED that the Director of Operational Services meet Councillor Glasgow to try and identify a suitable alternative site on the Drumearn Road for the provision of a bus shelter, as the site which had been agreed with both Roads Service and the landowner, had two objections by adjacent landowners, and to proceed would be problematic.
5.2 Upgrade of Flood Bank Provision at Manor Park, Moneymore

The Committee AGREED that the Director of Operational Services should meet with the Rivers Agency, to discuss this matter further, and report back to Council accordingly.
5.3 Forthill Cemetery – Removal of Floral Tributes

A Meeting of the Cemetery Sub-Committee was held on Monday 22nd February 2010.  A further meeting was arranged for Monday 22nd March 2010, but as this date is unsuitable for some Councillors, it is to be rearranged, prior to the next PR&S Meeting in April 2010.

5.4 Proposal For The Provision of a (Wood Pellet) Boiler For Cookstown Leisure Centre

The Committee AGREED that based on their extensive experience as consulting engineers on the original heating system within the Leisure Centre and the reasonable quote they have submitted for this work that Cogan and Shackleton be appointed to oversee this project and that a wood pellet boiler be installed at Cookstown Leisure Centre if sufficient grant assistance is secured from the Low Carbon Buildings Programme and that the Council’s contribution can be afforded in this financial year.
5.5 Annual Tender Recommendations
It was agreed with the Auditor that Annual Tenders due for renewal on 31 March 2010 could be extended on the basis that the Suppliers agree to ‘hold’ their prices for a further year (2010/2011)

Letters were sent to these 34 No firms on 4 January 2010 requesting that hey ‘hold’ prices.  A reply form was enclosed for signature to be returned by Friday 15 January 2010.

By this date, 32 replies had been received, the majority agreeing to the request.
